Child Protection Curriculum  
Staff are continuing to teach this 
curriculum which has 2 main themes. 

� We all have the right to be safe. 
� We can help ourselves to be 

safe by talking to people that 
we trust. 

 

There are 4 focus areas: 
� The right to be safe  
� Relationships 
� Recognising abuse 
� Protective strategies 
 

This term the Years 4 –7 students will be 
focussing on “Relationships”, and the       
Rec - Year 3 students will be focussing on 
“The right to be safe”. 
Relationships look at understanding rights 
and responsibilities, bullying and the use 
and abuse of power. 
The right to be safe encourages the 
children to learn about different feelings 
they may have in different situations. 
They are taught about Early Warning 
Signs which are external signals and 
internal messages that help children 
recognise a situation where they may be 
at risk of harm. 
 

Program Achieve 
In Program Achieve this term we will be 
focussing on the Foundation Area of 
“Resiliency”. 

Lessons will focus on helping students 
develop the following: 

� Staying calm in the face of difficult 
situations, people and events. 

� Controlling one’s behaviour when 
extremely upset. 

� Calming down  
� Bouncing back to work and play 

 
Students will: 

� Discuss the negative emotions of 
feeling sad, worried, and angry. 

� Learn an appreciation that when 
adverse things happen, they have 
choices in how upset they get. 

� Develop an understanding of what it 
means to be resilient in the face of 
difficult circumstances and to value 
resilience and self-control of 
emotions and behaviour (clamness) 
over highly emotionally-charged 
reactions. 

� Develop skills in using positive, 
rational self-talk rather than 
negative, irrational self-
talk when confronted with 
difficult circumstances. 

 

Social Justice 
Today Tim Taylor, from the St 
Vincent de Paul Society, talked to both 
classes about the work of the Society. 
He also explained to the students that 
when people want to do something about 
things that are not fair or right then 
that is known as Social Justice.
