What is discipline?

Discipline is about teaching your child what
to do, and setting clear limits about what to
do that your child can understand.
Discipline is about understanding the rules
(of home, school and community) and
understanding what happens when the rules
are broken (consequences). It's about
learning to be responsible.



Discipline, which builds on your child’s
wish to please you, is more likely to
produce a well-behaved, contented
child and a less stressed parent.
Discipline should be positive and used
to encourage good behaviour, as well
as to stop behaviour that you don't
want your child to be doing.
